The Charlotte Business Journal and the Charlotte Region Chapter of the US Green Building Council will recognize those who are going green. North Tryon area businesses who are scheduled to receive awards are:

· Linda Construction – is a LEED accredited demolition contractor located in the City North Business Center at 1801 N. Tryon Street.  Linda Construction does LEED demolition and waste management work for Wachovia, Bank of America, Ritz Carlton, etc.  Salvaged or recovered products are stored in about 50,000 sq. ft. at City North Business Center and are available for sale.  The 50 offices that are for rent at City North Business Center were all built with salvaged products.   Linda Construction and RT Dooley will receive an award for innovation in green buildings from the Business Journal.  Although RT Dooley is not located in the North Tryon Area, Linda Construction is their major sub-contractor.
· Autobell Car wash -. treats 100% and recycles up to 100% of its wash water. All waste water from each Autobell Car Wash goes only into approved sewer systems. Autobell's commitment to its communities and our environment has not gone unnoticed; numerous environmental, municipality and media organizations have lauded the water conservation efforts of Autobell and it's employees.  Two of Autobell’s 50 car washes are located on North Tryon Street.

D.H. Griffin Companies (DHG),  has their used products for sale about two blocks from City North Business Center.  DHG is a member of the Institute of Scrap Recycling Industries, Inc. (ISRI), a national trade association for scrap processors and recyclers. DHG is also a member of the US Green Building Council, which promotes the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) program — encouraging recycling or salvage of demolition and construction debris. 
Global Recycling INC. - has transformed a former Brownfield site into a environmentally-driven business that recycles thousands of tons of scrap metal each year.   Through its core recycling operations, as well its implementation of a groundwater filtration system, tire recycling program and fluid recovery technology, Global Recycling has proven itself to be a critical partner in the local and global initiative towards environmentally sustainable practices.  Global Recycling is also committed to community service, creating jobs and business opportunities for residents and supporting local charities.
